The Olmsted SWCD native grass and forb seed program 
has continued for a tenth season, serving those with 
interest in prairie restoration. The program is designed to 
provide a one-stop shop service to clients involved in 
native prairie seeding through conservation programs such 
as RIM, WHIP, CRP or the state cost share native buffer 
program.  We have also provided seed to a number of 
landowners interested in establishing their own private 
prairies.  The District is offering six varieties of native 
grasses and a 21 species forb mix. We are able to assemble 
mixes that grow well in a wide range of soils for differing 
levels of prairie and habitat restoration.
